Here are some ideas of activities you could do to practise your spellings:

- Rainbow Write

First write each word in pencil. Then trace
over each word three times. Each time you
trace, you must use a DIFFERENT
colour crayon. Trace neatly and you will
see a rainbow!

2= Squiggly Spelling Word:

You are going to write your spelling words
two times. First write in regular letters.
Then write the words again in squiggly

letters!

5- Bubble Letters

Write your spelling words in bubble letters.
After you write your words in bubble
letters, colour your words with a crayon or
coloured pencil.

6 Three Times

Write each spelling word three times.
First, write each word in pencil.
Second, write each word in crayon.
