Sports Premium Progress Report for Wilbraham Primary School
September 17 – April 18
Impact of money spent to ensure a sustainable high quality curriculum for PE that engages all children and supports progress in PE
1) Increased confidence, knowledge and skills of all staff in teaching PE and sport.
·  Curriculum support – planning and assessment tool licence has been renewed for all staff in school. It enables all classes to access age appropriate, well planned and progressive planning. It allows children in EYFS to develop their fundamental movement skills, KS1 to build on this and develop a greater level of physical literacy, and KS2 children to apply these skills into more sports specific situations. 
· Gymnastics plans are in place for all year groups to ensure appropriate equipment is being used. 

· Timetables were carefully planned to ensure minimum of 2 hours high Quality PE for all classes.
· Additional equipment was ordered to support the delivery of High Quality PE. New Table Tennis Tables & Equipment, Footballs, sports day equipment, and a range of multi-skills equipment to aid the delivery of FMS in EYFS and KS1 particularly. 
· Manchester City have been employed to deliver Fundamental movement skills session to nursery children. Not only do the sessions benefit the movement skills of our Nursery children, but the teachers are able to sit in and observe to improve their own knowledge of the subject. Additionally, Manchester City are now delivering 1 day a week, the time has been shared across all KS1 & KS2 classes, enabling all staff to develop their own practice under the guidance of Manchester City’s coaches. 
· NQT’s all attended high quality teaching and learning PE CPD sessions. 

· PE Subject lead has attended training and linked up with other PE leads. 
· Staff training was delivered on the importance of PE & Physical activity and the impact it can have on our children. Staff were given time to take part in a variety of activities that could be used in PE lessons for children of any age. 
· Next Steps: 
· Develop curriculum PE displays in the new hall to include evidence of children’s work, progress, working walls, sporting heroes etc.

Monitoring and recording of pupil progress

· All staff to use PE Passport to begin recording children’s progress and achievements in all PE lessons. 
· Use swimphony to monitor progress of year 4 swimmers. 
Next steps:

· PE subject Leader with PE team to develop recording of assessment and monitor assessment using PE Passport. SPTO (school assessment tool) to be updated in line with other subjects.
2) The engagement of all pupils in regular physical activity – kick-starting healthy active lifestyles
· School Games crew continue to support intra-school competitions, National Sports Week and The School Games Day.  
· With the help of the school council and sports leaders, the ‘Daily Mile’ has been introduced in all classes. Initially run as a competition to raise interest, this will continue beyond as the children and staff have seen the huge benefits it can provide. 
· Records are kept of all children attending afterschool clubs, competitions and Breakfast clubs.  These registers show a wide range of different children in both key stage 1 and 2 attending clubs and competitions from G & T to SEND.

· Six additional coaching staff are employed at lunchtimes and before school to maximise purposeful engagement with sport to support health and well-being, fun and opportunities to promote physical literacy.

· A wide and varied extra-curricular programme is in place and is run by staff. 
· Additional ASC is now delivered by the Mancherster City coaches on staff meeting night, a time when there was previously no opportunity for after-school provision.
· Go – Noodle has been promoted across school to increase physical activity levels during lessons.
Next steps:
· Continue the excellent provision of enrichment sports clubs including providing, tracking and evaluating provision including feedback from the school council school games crew about other clubs they might like to have. 
· Keep promoting healthy eating linking to parents, children and whole school throughout the year and keep National Sports Week, and nutrition week.

· Train up new school Games Crew / Sports Leaders

· Continue to up update notice boards, websites, and blogs.

· Head Teacher and Governors to be kept fully aware of progress in PE and school sport and close monitoring of the impact of the PE and school sports Premium.. 

· New school games display has been put up next to the new hall. It is updated with all results and footballers of the week. 

· School blog is regularly updated with results and activities, along with a school sport twitter account. 

· All sports certificates have been given out by the head teacher within weekly celebration assemblies. 

· Maths of The Day was introduced through a PE Staff Meeting to inform staff how they can improve attainment in maths and also increase levels of physical activity within the classroom.

· Spare PE kit purchased for all year groups to improve amount of children wearing the correct kit, but also make children proud to be taking part, looking ready to perform. 

Next Steps

· Use sports leaders to report on competitions and events, develop link between literacy and sport. 

· Develop use of active literacy to increase attainment and physical activity.
